JUROR OF AWARDS

Peter Adams received his training at Art Center
College of Design, Otis Art Institute and the Lukits
Academy of Fine Arts.  He is the president of the
California Arts Club and signature member of the
Pastel Society of America, Plein Air Painters of
America and Oil Painters of America.  His work is
included in private collections and many public
collections including the Pasadena Museum of
California Art and the Forbes Magazine Collection,
New York.

ELIGIBILITY

The 88th Annual Exhibition is open to all artists.
Paintings must be primarily water-based media on
a paper surface and unvarnished. Other media, if
used, must be in conjunction with the water
media. The water media must be the dominant
element. No digital media, photography, prints or
reproductions. No work that has been
previously exhibited in any national shows.
Work must have been completed within the last
two years. Paintings done in a class or workshop
setting must not be submitted. Source material
must be original and not derived from any
published images.

JURYING PROCEDURES AND SEQUENCE
The Annual exhibition is selected in two stages:
an initial review and tentative selection from all
images submitted and a later verification of those
paintings tentatively accepted. Paintings which do
not match the slide or digital image in content or
quality may be eliminated in the second jurying.
Improperly framed pieces may also be rejected at
this time. The Jury of Selection also chooses the
Travel Exhibition. The Juror of Awards then
reviews the accepted paintings and determines
the awards. Slides for paintings declined for
exhibition will be returned while those of accepted
paintings will be retained for the permanent
collection of the Society.  Digital images will not be
returned.

ENTRIES
One image may be submitted, in either slide or
digital format. Submission DEADLINE: May 24,
2008.

SLIDE ENTRIES
Slide must be 35mm, color, in a 2"x 2" mount - no
glass slides will be accepted.  Do not use tape or
attached labels.



DIGITAL ENTRIES
Digital image may be in jpeg or tiff format.  File
resolution should be 300 dpi or greater.  Files
should be no larger than 5 MB.

 Please complete and follow the checklist on
the Data Card and be sure to sign it.

 Enclose a hard copy of the digital file you are
submitting.  Maximum photo size: 81/2 x 11
inches.

ENTRY FEES (Nonrefundable)
Signature Members and Associates whose dues
have been paid for the current year may submit
one slide for an entry fee of $20. Fee for Non-
members is $30. Fees must be paid by check or
postal money order payable in U.S. funds only. All
entrants will receive a catalog of the 88th Annual
Exhibition.

TRAVELING EXHIBITION
A Traveling Exhibition of 30 paintings will be
chosen by the Jury of Selection for a one-year
national tour. Artists will be notified by mail when
the paintings return.

SALES
Unless specified by the artist, it is assumed that
all work is for sale. Riverside Art Museum is
responsible for all sales and will retain 30% of the
selling price for its services. Artists should adjust
their prices accordingly. Although the utmost care
will be taken in handling slides and paintings,
National Watercolor Society, its representatives
and the Riverside Art Museum will not be
responsible for damage or loss, whatever the
cause. Artists should carry their own insurance.
There will be no price changes after acceptance in
the 88th Annual Exhibition.

FRAMING LIMITATIONS
Minimum Frame Size: 9" x 12". Maximum Frame
Size: 50" in either direction. The frame must be
simple but sturdy enough to support the artwork
without buckling of the Plexiglas cover. No glass
will be accepted. Diptychs and triptychs must be
mounted within a single frame. The painting must
be ready for hanging with wire and secured under
rigid Plexiglas. No saw tooth hangers. Mats, if
used, must be a white or light neutral color.

ACCEPTED WORKS
Artists whose paintings are accepted in the initial
jurying will receive labels and instructions for
shipping and delivery. The shipper charges a
handling fee of $50. The walk-in handling fee is
$25.

MEMBERSHIP IN THE NWS
An Associate or Non-member whose painting is
accepted in the 88th Annual will be invited by the
President of the Society to apply for Signature
Membership. The artists will be asked to submit
three matted works, excluding the exhibited work,
for review by the Jury of Selection. If the paintings
are judged to meet the standards of quality and
consistency required by the Society, the applicant
will be invited to become a Signature Member in
the National Watercolor Society. See Jurying
Procedures and Sequence.

ASSOCIATES OF THE NWS
Artists and friends of watercolor may become
Associates of the Society merely by applying and
paying the required annual dues. Benefits include
all announcements of NWS activities, the
Newsletter, Prospectus, Catalog of the National
Exhibition and reduced entry fee for the Annual
Show. Associates may not vote or use NWS
initials after their name. The NWS membership
year runs from March 31 To March 30. To become
an Associate, send $35.00 with your name and
address to:
